• Reading - minimum of 3 times a week and 
recorded in reading records

• Grammar/CGP – set on a Monday, due in on a 
Monday 

• Maths – My Maths/CGP set on a Monday, 
due in on a Monday

• CGP guides from October – letter to go out
• Spellings – set on a Monday, tested on a Monday
• ILT - once a term (Autumn term ILT due on 15th 

December)
• Reading records to be signed (by you or your child) 

and handed in weekly (Monday)



Maths

• We are using a mastery approach.

• Support and extending prompts for all 
lessons.

• Times Table Rockstars can be used to support 
their times tables.



Reading

• Reading will be an activity taking place at home and in 
school.

• It is extremely important that you listen to your child as often as 
possible and record this in their reading record. A combination of 
reading independently and to an adult is necessary to ensure depth 
of understanding is achieved. 

• Focused comprehension activities will take place during Guided 
Reading sessions, as well as spelling reinforcement, grammar and 
punctuation tasks. 

• The Reading Ramble is a good opportunity to share reading 
experiences together.

Social Media
• Unlimited and unchecked online access puts children 

at an increased risk of being groomed, or recruited 
to County Lines activity.

• Evidence continues to build outlining the harmful 
physical and emotional effects of giving children too 
much access to screens, games and social media.

• Evidence also suggests that the distractions of 
smartphones cause poorer performance in school.

• Road traffic accidents involving children are now 
invariably linked directly to, or involve, the use of 
technology on or around roads.
